Veiling has a long history and social, cultural, political background in most Islamic societies,
but wearing hijab in the context of Europe with respect to the current restrictions on Muslim
women’s dress can be the very subject of a special study. Due to the fact that European public
spaces have been affected by a large number of Muslim women immigrants, contentious
discourses about issues such as freedom of religious expression and religious pluralism may
lead to increased cultural conflicts. To understand how immigrant Muslim veiled women
identify the boundary between self and the others, we need in-depth qualitative research. This
presentation introduces a research design dealing with how different groups of veiled Muslim
women feel about self-confidence, legal-respect and social solidarity.
